Parameters for assessing the Visa file: 
 

✓ Relevance of the course to the student’s background 

✓ Gaps 

✓ Employment details 

✓ Financials 

✓ Marital status 

✓ Immigration history 

✓ Value of the course to the future aspects of the student 

✓ Incentives of returning to home country 

✓ Economic standing of sponsors in home country 

 

Note: Any concerns with the above-mentioned parameters should be disclosed at the 

time of application 

 

*Financials: 

• Availability of Liquid funds for the 1st year of Education – Student should have access to liquid 
funds equivalent to,  

➢ Annual Tuition fees 

➢ Annual living expenses - NZD 20,000 

➢ Airfare – NZD 2,000 

• The availability of the above funds may be in any of the following forms – 

✓ Fixed deposits which should be at least 6 months old  

✓ Savings account funds should be maintained for at least 3 months. While 3 months of 
transaction history is recommended, an Immigration Officer may ask for more if required. 

✓ An education loan sanction letter from a nationalized or multi-national bank 

• Income Proof of the sponsors of last 3 years, combined annual income of the Parents should be 
INR 8 – 10 Lacs 
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What can be accepted as a Payment Plan? 

A payment plan is required to show the availability of funds for the subsequent 

years if the applicant is applying for a visa for a course of more than 1 year in 

duration.  

✓ Form 16 of the parents which shown the savings pattern  

✓ LIC Policy due for maturity in the following year 

✓ PPF/ EPF/GPF accumulated over the period of 1 year 

Who can sponsor the student? 

Blood relatives: 

✓ Parents and Siblings 

✓ Grandparents (Maternal and Paternal) 

Note: Maximum of 2 sponsors can be accepted as per the recent update from INZ. 

It is suggested that the quantum of sponsorship of Grandparents, apart from 

Parents/Siblings, should be restricted to 30-40%. 

 

What type of funds are accepted? 

✓ Savings 

✓ Fixed Deposits/Term Deposits (It should be lien free and unconditionally 

withdrawable at any time) 

✓ Education Loan (Need not be 3/6 months old) 

✓ PPF, GPF, EPF  

Note – Education loan should be secured against an immovable asset.   

What type of banks are accepted? 

✓ Nationalized banks 

✓ Private sector banks 

✓ International banks 

Note: Funds in credit societies or co-operative banks are not accepted 
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What is FTS? 

The FTS, which is operated by the ANZ Bank of New Zealand (ANZ) is one way to 

show INZ that student have genuine access to money to support yourself while 

you are studying in New Zealand, and helps student transfer their funds 

securely to New Zealand and then withdraw a set amount each month to 

maintain their living expenses comfortably while they are in New Zealand. 

Note - Signing up to the FTS does not guarantee that INZ will approve your 

student visa application.

Students can work part time 20 hours/week when their course is  in session.
